WORD OF THE EDITORIAL BOARD

Entering its fifth year of publication, the Herald of Legal History re-
mains true to the goals that prompted its founding. Its subject matter fills
a particular gap among scientific journals and provides an opportunity for
Serbian and foreign undergraduate and postgraduate students to publish
their (often first) papers in a quality edition. Indeed, to date, in Serbia,
but also in the Serbian-speaking area, there is no other scientific journal
completely dedicated to legal history, so with it academics get a unique
opportunity to transform their interest in some of the subjects that usually
greet them among the first in their law studies into student papers, with
the help and mentorship of their professors and assistants.

In its mission to popularise legal history, the Herald has become a
place where participants in the international student conference Iustoria,
also founded in 2020, have the opportunity to publish their papers. In ad-
dition, for the fifth year in a row, its pages have also included winning
papers from the Alan Watson Foundation competition in the field of legal
transplants — combining comparative law and legal history.

Wherever possible, the journal cultivates topics from both Serbian
and world legal history. Thus, our readers had the opportunity to become
acquainted with Basque, Portuguese, Roman public law, as well as various
other legal systems from the earliest antiquity to the modern era, which,
for didactic and other reasons, they did not have the opportunity to en-
counter so often. The works of our authors, although often written at the
beginning of their studies or scientific careers, have been cited and well
received, which once again confirms the words attributed to the Spartan
king Agesilaus, that it is man who gives honour to a place, and not the
other way around. This is confirmed by the fact that in the previous issue
we featured an article which received the award for the best student paper
from the University of Belgrade in the field of social sciences and human-
ities in 2024.!

In addition to the papers, valuable contributions include translations
and book reviews, with each aiming to pique the interest of a wider read-

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ership, or provide an access to certain titles by renowned foreign and do-
mestic authors. In addition, interviews with prominent legal historians
and scholars from related disciplines, conducted by our students, have
helped the Herald’s readership, as well as viewers/listeners of our YouTube
channel, to gain a somewhat more personal and direct insight into the
professional life and the path of development of our experts. Finally, event
reports complement the approach in expanding the circle of those inter-
ested in various scientific meetings and events related to legal history.

In the past five years, the authors who published their contributions
in the Herald have continued their professional development. Some of our
writers have since become doctors of science, professors, assistants and
associates in legal history or in some other field of legal science. Oth-
ers have achieved the same in other social and humanistic sciences. Still
others have gone into completely different areas of law, often into legal
practice, but also left legal matters behind altogether. And there are those
who are just starting their journey of studying law, an uncertain and even
arduous path, but one that is, without a doubt, highly rewarding. As the
editorial staff, we heartily congratulate all of the aforementioned on their
achievements, and wish them every further success and happiness in life
and work, with the hope that our paths will cross as often as possible. For
the first and second, we are extremely pleased that you have persevered
in your pursuit of (legal history) science. For the third and fourth, even if
you ultimately do not decide to further study legal history, we are glad to
have been a part of your educational journey!

With the inexorable flow of time, of course, not only pleasant events
happen. In these five years, we have unfortunately prematurely lost two
of our dear colleagues, author Dr. Stefan Stojanovi¢ (2023) and Prof. Dr.
Marko Petrak (2023), member of our editorial board. With his doctorate,
but also with his participation in the Iustoria conference and the quality
work published in the Journal, Stefan Stojanovi¢ provided an interesting
perspective on the issues of law and religion in Dusan’s codification. With
great sadness, we cannot help but wonder: how much richer would our
narrow professional field have been if he had stayed in it longer? The same
can be said of his slightly older colleague from Zagreb, Prof. Marko Pe-
trak, who supported the work of the Herald and the Iustoria conference
from the very first day, and with his participation in the Forvm Roman-
vm and conferences at the Faculty of Law of the University of Belgrade,
permanently enriched domestic legal Roman studies, as well as the legal
history of the Serbian and Croatian peoples. For the latter, both should be
especially grateful to him. Remembering two dear ‘Heralds’ who left us
too soon, the editorial staff of the Herald pays due respect to those who
incorporated at least part of their scientific work into its building and thus
became part of its history.
